Dear Sir,

Kindly find enclosed abstract of a copy of communication dated 17.3.2005 of Hon’ble PM addressed to Hon’ble AM inviting attention to the following statement made by the Finance Minister in his Budget speech 2005-06.

“I must caution that outlays do not necessarly mean outcomes.  The people of the country are concerned with outcomes.  The Prime Minister has repeatedly emphazised the need to improve the quality of implementation and enhance the efficiency and accountability of the delivery mechanisam.  During the course of the year, together with Planning Commission, we shall put in place a mechanisam to measure the development outcomes of all major programmes”

The  Hon’ble PM has stated that for achieving our common objectives and improve of the quality of implementation of developmental programmes, examination ofprogramme/schemes being implemented would be necessary to convert their financial outlays into physical outcomes with quarterly targets in respect of each.  Hon’ble AM  has to carry out that this exercise urgently for apprising Hob’ble PM by 31st March, 2005.

In this connection DG, ICAR along with SMDs and other concerned officers has decided following monitorable targets on which quarterly reporting would be required.

Monitorable targets

1. Plant genetic resources

· Collection, conservation and utilization

2. Varietal improvement (Hybrid/OP Varieties)

· Enhancing productivity and quality and resistant to biotic/abiotic stress

3. Standardisation of production technology

· For improving productivity and quality of produce, reducing cost of cultivation and inincreasing benefits to cultivars

· Integrated nutrient management using fertigation

· Integrated water management through micro-irrigation

4. Standardization of plant protection technologies

· Integrated insect/pest and disease management

· Biological control of insect pest & diseases

· Use of botanicals

5. Productivity and distribution of quality and disease free seed and planting material.

· Quantity produce

· Quantity distribution

6. Standardisation of post harvest technology with respect to

· Pre-harvest treatment affecting postharvest physiology

· Handling

· Sorting/grading

· Storage

· Processing

· Packaging
